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Abstract

The 15th June, 2006 the russian satellite Resurs-DK1 with the
spectrometer PAMELA
on board was launched from the Baikonur. International team, scientists
from Italy,
Russia, Germany, Sweden take part in this experiment. Almost 10 years
this apparatus
was in the operation.
The new and very interesting results on cosmic ray spectra in a wide
energy range
including antiprotons and positrons were obtained. Some of them, such as
spectra
of protons, electrons, antiprotons and anomaly ratio of positrons to
electron fluxes
will be discussed.
